The Liberty Bell Award went to Jack Jackson.  Here is the press release describing Jack’s contributions to the community:

Yolo Superior Court employee Langston C. “Jack” Jackson, Jr. is the recipient of the 2004 Liberty Bell Award. The Liberty Bell Award was established more than 30 years ago to acknowledge outstanding community service. The award is presented by the Yolo County Bar Association each year to honor a non-lawyer who has promoted better understanding of the rule of law, encouraged greater respect for law and the courts, stimulated a sense of civic responsibility, or contributed to good government in the community. Mr. Jackson is a human resources technician with the court and was nominated by the Honorable Donna M. Petre for his volunteer work in the Court Appointed Special Advocate (CASA) program. Mr. Jackson started working with youth about 10 years ago through the Big Brother/Big Sister program. Since 2000, he’s volunteered with CASA and worked with more than a dozen youth on probation or who have been removed from their homes and are wards of the court. Of this service Mr. Jackson said  “I look at it as a real learning experience. You build a relationship with these kids and do things with them that they don’t otherwise have a chance to do”.  Mr. Jackson said that takes a great deal of patience because many of the kids have discipline problems. Spending one-on-one time with these youth and giving them the attention they need makes a positive difference in their lives. Mr. Jackson recently attended the college graduation of a young man he first met about 10 years ago who will soon begin his medical studies. The relationships last long after the kids are out of the system and he still keeps in touch with many of them.  Congratulations to Langston C. “Jack” Jackson, Jr., for recognition and for earning this prestigious award.
